K E Y   T E R M S   A N D   D E F I N I T I O N S
1.
Intestacy:   State law determines who will be the beneficiary of your estate if you die without a will.  It does not mean that the state will be the beneficiary of your estate if you die without a will.

2.
Forced Heir:  Louisiana code provision that gives children under the age of 23 ownership in property in the event of their parent's death.  The surviving spouse retains the use and enjoyment of the property for her lifetime, but the children own title.  If children are over 23 years old, this provision can be eliminated.

3.
Executor(rix):  Person who administers the estate.  They protect the assets of the estate and ensure that the property goes to the named beneficiaries.  They will be responsible for handling the affairs of your estate

4.
Guardian:  Person you want to take care of your children in the event of your death.  You can also name an individual to be the guardian of the property of your children if you want someone other than the guardian of the children to handle any property they may receive.

5. Per Stirpes:  If one of your children predeceases you, their share goes to their children.

6. Per Capita:  If one of your children predeceases you, their share goes to their siblings.
